Underground Service i Site Ready Process

Follow the steps to prepare your site for inspection:

S Install all equipment in compliance with the diagrams below.

S If you are digging your own trench, ensure it complies with Trench Design diagram below.

S Ensure the grade along the underground service route is within 6 inches of final grade.

S Stub gas structure pipe out 26 inches above final grade.

In addition to infrastructure preparation, ensure that you:

S Clear the service location of all water and drain lines, and underground facilities; including septic systems,
culverts, irrigation systems, underground wiring, and other impediments.

S Clear all obstructions and/or debris from cable, gas, transformer, secondary enclosure, and meter location route.

S Sign and return any required easements to CPS Energy.

ELECTRIC SERVICE EQUIPMENT AND GAS SERVICE EQUIPMENT
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NOTES
1. AMINIMUM OF 48" RADIAL DISTANCE SHALL BE MAINTAINED BETWEEN ELECTRIC METERS AND RECEPTACLES.

. AMINIMUM OF 36" RADIAL DISTANCE SHALL BE MAINTAINED BETWEEN THE GAS REGULATOR VENT AND ELECTRIC
. GAS METER, GAS REGULATOR, AND ASSOCIATED GAS SERVICE EQUIPMENT SHALL NOT BE LOCATED BENEATH ELECTRIC

. THE WORKING CLEARANCE IN FRONT OF THE SERVICE EQUIPMENT INCLUDING THE METERING EQUIPMENT SHALL NOT
. THE WIDTH OF THE WORKING SPACE IN FRONT OF THE ELECTRICAL EQUIPMENT SHALL BE THE WIDTH OF THE

. THE WORK SPACE SHALL BE CLEAR AND EXTEND FROM THE GRADE , FLOOR , OR PLATFORM TO A HEIGHT OF 6 FEET

. COMBUSTION AIR INTAKES, EXHAUST FANS, VENT AND / OR OPERABLE WINDOWS AND DOORS SHALL MAINTAIN A 3 FOOT

. THE GAS METER CANNOT BE LOCATED WITHIN 3 FEET OF ANY DOOR OR UNDER AND / OR WITHIN 3 FEET OF ANY
. THE GAS METER CANNOT BE LOCATED WITHIN 10 FEET OF A MECHANICAL AIR INTAKE OR WINDOW INSTALLED
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EQUIPMENT INCLUDING RECEPTACLES.

METER OR ELECTRIC SERVICE EQUIPMENT.

BE LESS THAN 3 FEET FOR SELF-CONTAINED METER SOCKETS AND NOT LESS THAN 4 FEET FOR TRANSFORMER RATED
EQUIPMENT.

EQUIPMENT OR 30 INCHES WHICHEVER IS GREATER, IN ALL CASES THE SPACE SHALL PERMIT AT LEAST A 90 DEGREE
OPENING OF EQUIPMENT DOORS OR HINGED PANELS.

6 INCHES OR THE HEIGHT OF THE EQUIPMENT WHICHEVER IS GREATER.

HORIZONTAL ZONE MEASURED FROM THE REGULATOR AND SUCH ZONE SHALL EXTEND VERTICALLY TO THE EAVE OF
THE ROOF.

IF LOCATED TO THE RIGHT OF A WINDOW , THE GAS SERVICE RISER MUST BE A MINIMUM OF 8 INCHES FROM
WINDOW FRAME. IF TO THE LEFT OF THE WINDOW, THE CUSTOMER PIPING ENTERING THE STRUCTURE MUST BE A
MINIMUM OF 8 INCHES TO THE LEFT OF THE WINDOW FRAME.
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
